Mark Goldszmidt is an MD, PHD at the Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry in London, Ontario, Canada where he is a Professor in the Division of Internal Medicine, the Medicine site chief for University Hospital, London Health Sciences Centre (LHSC), the director of the Masters of Health Professions Education (MHPE) Maastricht/UWO/UBC collaborative and a research scientist at the Center for Education Research & Innovation (CERI).  He is also the past founding associate director of CERI. Dr. Goldszmidt’s work combines active clinical practice, education research, and supervision, quality improvement and innovation and education leadership. His research and innovation work focuses on the complex relationship between clinical care and clinical education. Examples of the types of issues he has tackled include: How do a teaching teams’ communication practices shape patient care? In what ways do different attending practices shape patient care and influence learning? Teaching Philosophy

Like many other teachers, my philosophy of education has been shaped by my personal experiences, the setting I work in and the educational theories to which I have been exposed.  My engagement with education began while I was still a medical student.  At that time, I typically found myself asking questions related to how I could learn better and what could be done by my teachers and the curriculum to support that learning.  Since that time, I have had many different teaching and learning experiences.  The one constant however has been my drive to search for better ways to encourage, support and, when necessary, wrestle my students into a position of engagement with their learning.  

One of the foundations of my philosophy is that the nidus for learning resides in the students themselves.  As such, I try to adapt my teaching and, when possible, the environment to best support student learning.  As the majority of my teaching takes place in the clinical setting, a great deal of flexibility and time is needed.  When I teach in this setting, I try to create space for dialogue; for sharing what I know and for listening to what the students know, perceive and feel.   For example, when I am working on the inpatient unit at our hospital, I try to not book any other appointments.  This allows me to identify and act upon teaching opportunities as they arise.  This is particularly true for important family meetings around sick patients. Flexibility allows me to create the space to pre-brief and debrief around these experiences.  

Another way I try to support learning is by giving all of the students time to engage with a patient’s case during review rather than just the student who saw the case.   During case review of a newly admitted patient, I usually let the student or resident first present the case to the whole team.  Then, I try to get the team to engage in a group dialogue.  While many teachers in this setting will direct their questions to individual students using a Socratic style, I try to challenge the whole team to think individually about what they would do and why and then I support them to share these ideas as a group, each building on the others answers.  

As suggested by the research program of K. Anders Ericsson, many of my teaching practices and innovations aim to foster the development of expertise through a deliberate approach to learning that involves working on tasks at an appropriate level of difficulty, receiving immediate and informative feedback and having the opportunity for repetition and correction.  This approach to teaching requires me to take time to, directly observe the students as they perform their clinical role.  It also requires a deep respect for the learner and the development of an effective relationship – only when both of these are well attended to does the environment become safe for providing feedback that can be received and acted upon.

Fundamental to my approach to teaching is a belief in the effectiveness of the constructivist approach to learning.  I feel that the most effective learning takes place when the question being answered arises from learners themselves.  One way I apply this in my teaching is by asking students to extrapolate from the current case to their own future practices and to try to imagine what questions they might have in managing the same patient in that environment – many of my students are training for practice in different specialties of medicine and therefore have different personal learning objectives.  

As I have stated, above, my philosophy is very much shaped by the context in which I work.  For the most part, my students are all training to be physicians.  As such, my teaching goals are to not only teach knowledge and skills but also to support the development of professional identities.  I also believe in the Platonic and Aristotelian notions of virtue ethics.  From this perspective, our actions are guided by who we are and therefore, the role of teacher can be construed as coach, guide and sometimes mentor. Given the power of social learning and the socialization of professionals, as a teacher, I need to attend as much to myself and my personal development as I do to my student’s progress.   Three other special skills are also required.

The first skill involves engaging the students in meaningful dialogue about their approach to work and learning.   Over the years, I have loved watching my students become physicians.  For most, there comes a point when they begin to realize that what they do matters.  That they are not just students, they are also doctors; what they are learning and doing has profound impact on their patients and as such the imperative is to do both at the highest level of quality.  While this process of professionalization is very much a developmental stage and it seems to come to different students at different points in their trajectory, I believe that it is possible to nudge it along.  Some students however need more than just a nudge; for them a fairly crucial conversation is required.   And, while these conversations can be transformative they can also cause upset.  For example, providing feedback to a student at mid-rotation that they may not pass the rotation will naturally be upsetting.  However, it is a conversation that must happen and, when done well, can lead to meaningful change.  These crucial conversations don’t always lead to immediate change and, even when they do, they are not always well received by the students.  Moreover, because our students are asked to evaluate us after a very short time working together, my evaluations sometimes reflect the difficulties that some students have in working through their own feelings about these evaluations - when looking at my score distributions, I certainly get skewing of the data.  While I have not perfected this skill, it is an essential skill for a clinical teacher and it is one that I continue to work on.  The second and third skills are therefore patience and courage.  On many occasions, often years later, I have also received spontaneous letters of thanks from some of these same students.  It takes patience and courage to plant these seeds.

My approach to education has also influenced my approach to personal development as a teacher.  I am a strong proponent of the theory of expertise promoted by Bereiter and Scardamalia.  They suggest that expertise is not just a state that one achieves, it is an approach involving progressive problem solving around an area of specialization.  In teaching, this has meant for me always asking “what can I do better next time”.  This impetus has led me down a path of innovation in education and education research.  While my early questions and innovations related to how I could personally teach better, in recent years, I have gone down the path of trying to influence and change the system itself.  As such, as my leadership path has emerged, I now do less teaching and more educational innovation and research.

These two courses are: 1) “On the Road to Expertise” offered to second year medical students and 2) Understanding the clinical encounter: How to improve patient care and personal learning. However, unless they actually failed one of these, they did not receive any form of support.  The coaching program was designed to support these individuals.  This program pairs up trainees on a referral or self-referral basis with one of the 8 coaches that I trained for this purpose.  Coaches then work with the trainees over a series of sessions to both identify and then remediate areas of weakness.  Assessment methods include exam review, chart stimulated recall, direct observation etc.  The coaching program is an independent program intended to support our trainees; no coaching reports or records are shared with the education office.  To date, informal feedback has been excellent; we have also seen an increase in the number of trainees being referred to the program and self-referring themselves.  This is still a new program so more data is not yet available.  As part of the program assessment, we will be planning to assess post-coaching exam and clinical rotation evaluation scores.  The Post graduate residency dean is now considering implementing this for all departments and I just recently met with the undergraduate dean to consult on how to implement a similar program for their students. In addition, in response to a “failure to fail” (i.e., preceptors will rarely fail trainees despite poor performance), we developed the borderline pass score. Historically in my institution, exam stations were created each year by one of our faculty members who then tried to recruit enough examiners to examine all of our trainees.  Not only was there no training for these examiners, trainees received a score for their overall performance without any written or verbal feedback.  In an effort to improve our OSCE learning outcomes, I was invited to take charge of the yearly OSCE in 2005.
My OSCE had three goals: 1) Creating stations that focused on assessing clinical reasoning and communication at the expert level; 2) Ensuring that learners were not just being assessed but were also learning from the experience; and 3) Training the examiners for transfer of the skills beyond the exam itself.
I first created an exam blueprint and a template for how to create a station.  Redesigning the OSCE would have been impossible on my own, so I also sought the help of content experts for each type of station.  Over the course of several months, I and five clinical specialists used my template to design a new series of stations. Each year, new faculty experts have been recruited to help create stations, a practice that has improved on the quality and validity of the OSCE experience, trained faculty in examination design, and contributed to the development of a database of high quality stations.
In the design of the evaluation instruments, I tried to create something that would both assess where a trainee was at for their stage of training as well as inform both the program and trainees of where they were at in comparison to experts.  The scoring anchors are based on a progression towards expert performance.  Given that the exam is performed by residents at different levels of training, the pass scores are defined based on norm referencing.  Each station takes 25 minutes to complete with the last five minutes being spent on individual feedback.  During the feedback, trainees are shown some of the nuanced clinical or communication tips and tricks that experts would use.  Errors in performance are also corrected at this time.  Station scores however are not given out.  Once all of the scoring has been done for all stations, trainees receive a station by station breakdown summary document of how they performed in comparison to their peers as well as on the expert scale.  This breakdown is intended to both inform them of how well they are doing for their level of training as well as to give them an idea of where they are at in comparison to an expert in the field.  Any trainee falling two standard deviations below the mean for their level of training on at least two stations are offered ongoing support through a coaching program I developed.  Approximately 5-10% of trainees fall into this category each year.
The exam is also designed on a modification of the train and trainer model: we train our second-year residents to be OSCE examiners.  Training takes place over a full afternoon 1-2 weeks prior to the exam.  During this afternoon session, the trainers (exam station designer) and the second-year residents first get a teaching session on how to give feedback on clinical skills and how to use our evaluation instruments.  They then get to work with the station designer and a standardized patient to practice examining on the station and giving each other feedback.  Those being trained on one station also get to be examined on another station in order to work out any perceived flaws in station design as well as to practice examining.
Within our residency program, second and third year residents do much of the hands on clinical teaching - it is my hope that the training received here transfers out to their current and future clinical teaching.  For these residents, being on the other side of the exam can be extremely useful in providing insight into one’s own skills and the spectrum of clinical performance.  It is also my hope that this design provides trainees with the opportunity to receive insight into how to prepare for their own future exams as well as how to drive their future learning.
When the new exam format was first introduced, many of the trainees were quite concerned.  Using a retrospective pre-post survey design, we have been able to determine that participating in the exam allayed most of these concerns.  After the second year of running the exam, complaints are rare and the exam is highly rated.  Qualitative thematic analysis of written comments from both the examinees and examiners suggest that many of the intended outcomes are being outcomes are being achieved. Reliability testing on the stations has also shown them to perform at the moderate reliability level typical of most OSCE exams. 2016 - present	Development of a Community of Practice in Innovation on the CTU, Building on the knowledge translation component of my research which has focused heavily on understanding collaborative and teaching practices in the CTU setting, I have initiated a new approach to innovation in the inpatient setting.  This approach is focused on the development of a community of practice around innovation in the CTU setting.  To begin with, with the support of my site chief and colleagues, I surveyed and met with our clinical faculty who attend on CTU to identify those who are most interested in participating in a community of practice.  Based on the results from this and the research, we have reconstituted one of the cities 6 CTU with a group of faculty all committed to innovation in this setting. The group meets on a q3week basis throughout the year.  We also invite members of the hospital leadership and interdisciplinary collaborators to participate.  The group has multiple projects on the go at all times at different stages of development from pre-piloting to piloting and measuring outcomes.  For projects that have been successfully enacted in practice, we then share these with the other CTU teams and will support further piloting within the broader CTU setting. London, Ontario, Canada
2009 - present	Centre for Education Research & Innovation (CERI), As part of my work with GAMES, again with the amazing support of my Dean and Department chair, I was also able to lay the groundwork for the creation of the Centre for Education Research & Innovation (CERI).  Our Centre is the home for non-clinician PhD education researchers and clinician researchers at all levels of training.  With a focus on health professions education, our mandate is to create:
-A thriving health professions education research community at the Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry;
-A vibrant, interdisciplinary axis for health professions education research at Western University;
-A respected site for health professions education research training in Canada;
-An internationally recognized producer of new knowledge. CERI has become an integral centre at the medical school and the go to place for education research and innovation.  We play a strong role nationally and are increasingly being recognized internationally for our research which focuses on studies in naturalistic settings.  We now have five research scientists and a growing number of centre researchers and affiliated researchers who regularly participate in collaborative research with our centre scientists.  The centre also offers regular education research rounds, an annual symposium, ongoing consultation to faculty interested in education research and innovation, an internationally recognized writing masterclass to support successful publication and  a Master’s degree in health professions education in conjunction with the University of British Columbia and the University of Maastricht in the Netherlands.
2004 - 2009	Group for the Advocacy and Advancement of Medical/Dental Education Scholarship (GAMES), Back in 2003, when I completed my Master’s degree in Health Professions Education, I began to realize that the clinician-educators at our school worked in silos and rarely had the opportunity to interact with one another.  In an effort to improve on this situation, along with my colleague Wayne Weston, I came up with the idea of building a community of education scholars.  With the support of my then dean, Dr. Carol Herbert, and my Department Chair, Dr. David Hollomby, we were able to take the first steps down this path by founding GAMES.  Our groups mandate was threefold:  1) support the development of a community of scholars in medical education; 2) Encourage faculty to take a more scholarly approach to teaching, assessment and curriculum development and; 3) Support, through consultation and collaboration, research in education. Over its five year span, GAMES provided much needed consultation and support to faculty interested in pursuing education scholarship.  We also carried out meaningful research related to faculty support needs in medical education and supported the development of a community of practice in medical education.  Results of this work led to the founding of the Centre for Education Research & Innovation (CERI)
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
